
School Uniform 

         FOR GIRLS 
Skirt – wrap-around, partly pleated in grey to be worn no more than 
6cms above the knee.  Available from uniform stockists. 
Trousers – grey, tailored school trousers.  Available from uniform 
stockists only.  Black are not allowed. 
Blazer – black with school crest (Compulsory).  Available from 
uniform stockists. 
Shirt – plain, white.  No short, fitted blouses.  Top buttons must be 
done up with shirts tucked in. 
Pullover – plain, v-necked in grey with school logo  (Pullover is 
optional) Available from uniform stockists. 
School Tie - Available from uniform stockists.   
Tights – normal colour or black.  Socks should be white or grey. 
Shoes - black leather and either flat or with low heels. 
Jewellery - other than one pair of ear studs, should not be worn. 
PE Kit  
White ‘polo’ shirt with school logo, black pleated games skirt, plain 
black athletics or cycling shorts, black games briefs, white sports socks, 

plain black hockey socks, trainers, swimming costume, towel.   
Either tracksuit with school logo, or  jade sweatshirt with school logo and plain black jogging pants. 
Tracksuit are available from school uniform stockists.  No other variety is acceptable. 
 
 
 
        FOR BOYS 

 
Trousers – dark grey tailored, plain or pleat fronted with no outside 
pockets or jean-type stitching.  They should be made from a suitable 
material e.g. polyester/cotton, polyester/viscose or terylene/wool.  
Denim, brushed cotton or needlecord must not be worn.  Black trousers 
are not allowed. 
Blazer – black with school crest (Compulsory).  Available from uniform 
stockists. 
Shirt – plain, white 
School Tie - Available from uniform stockists.   
Pullover – plain, v-necked in grey with school logo  (Pullover is optional) 
Available from uniform stockists. 
Socks – grey and not white sports socks. 
Shoes - black, traditional style, leather not trainers 
 
 
 

 
 
PE Kit Black rugby shorts, reversible rugby shirt black/black with emerald green band, black football 
socks, white shorts, football boots, white T-shirt, white sports socks, trainers, swimming shorts, 
towel.  In addition, the following protective equipment is strongly recommended:  shin pads and a gum 
shield (rugby only).   
Either drill pants with school logo or plain black jogging pants.  Optional drill top with school logo. 
Drill Suits are available from school uniform stockists.  No other variety is acceptable. 
 
� Hair colour and style must be appropriate to school.  Extreme cuts and styles or colours are 

not acceptable 
� Jewellery, except for one pair of stud earrings and a watch should not be worn.  There must be 

no face, tongue or body piercings 
� Make-up is not allowed in Years 7-9.  Discreet make-up is permissible in Year 10-11 
� Shoes should be sensible, black leather.  Trainers are not acceptable 
� Shirts must be tucked in at all times, with the top button done up
